This issue of the newsletter has a photo feature of a vacation trip we took to attend the Corvette Museum in 
Bowling Green, Kentucky. The museum was constructed and opened in 1994. It is located a quarter mile from 
the Bowling Green Assembly Plant, where Corvettes have been made since 1981. 
 
On February 12, 2014 the floor collapsed in the Skydome and eight rare Corvettes on display fell into the 
large sink hole. They were all recovered and a few were later restored. The museum reopened the day after
