The story goes like this, back in the late 90s Tom and I decided to get into the classic car thing. We 
found an ideal candidate in a 1971 El Dorado that was white all over and needed some work. We 
drove to Greenwood South Carolina to purchase the car and drove it back and began the odyssey. 
After a lot of trial and error and busted knuckles we got “the big kahuna “ready to go and started to 
enjoy this car immensely! Pretty soon we realize that with all of our children he had five I had four 
that we needed more cars, as this one was very large but not large enough!   
 
So I sold him my half of the El Dorado and went looking for another one. I was really looking for a 
certain model, specifically the 1964, 320hp, 429 ci, one with the open wheel wells and in the Firemist 
Aqua color scheme.

Mechanically 
it’s fixed as needed, with wheels tires brakes radiator, the usual stuff. Basically, I am fixing things 
that need fixing without adding anything new or modern if possible. 
 
This car has been in several weddings, my daughter drove it to high school for a period of time, and 
it has been in several high school football homecoming parades driving around beauty queens! It 
was also used in the Kids Rides program at our April car show. When you drive this car you had 
better be ready to talk to people as it does not go unnoticed! I plan on keeping this car forever and 
whenever I no longer can drive it my daughter says she wants it which makes me happy!
