9-10, 2021, The Nationals site is most easily accessed from
Interstate 485, using the US 29 exit—the Embassy Suites is
about two miles North,

The Region is especially pleased that you have chosen to
participate in the Nationals as the Region has undergone a
major effort to have this event in April 2021.

The April 2021 Charlotte AutoFair has been canceled be-
cause of North Carolina Covid-19 restrictions on large ven-
ues.

Charlotte Area Attractions

Charlotte Motor Speedway is the hub of NASCAR racing
facilities to be found in the larger Charlotte metropolitan area.
