My message for this month | will simply title "Reflections from an Old Car Guy" and most of you know | am a
bonafide Old Car Guy!! | have been asked several times just when | became a "car guy" and | would have to
answer in1947 when | was 8 years old and used to sneak off to the junk yard at the bottom of the hill off the
street we lived on at the time in the small lowa town of Fort Dodge. My mom was about to go nuts wondering
where in the ---- | had snuck off to on any given summer afternoon, but | think she finally realized that | was
already car crazy and just waited until | wandered back home! Then | got my young tail chewed out again and
again and again. Loved to sit in those 1930's cars that were junked right after the 2nd World War and pretend
| was driving to somewhere!!

This story, however, deals with how | got free meals at the local country club when | was a teenager and yes it
has to do with another of my many "Car Adventures". It starts about 1918 when my grandfather was
attempting to teach his brother, my great uncle Lew how to drive. They had a Scripps Booth car at that time

his house!!

Uncle Lew liked to eat at the country club
every so often, but many times had no way to get there. | am 17 at that time, had just finished fixing up my 1st
